Release the Hounds! Dog Agility at the DREAM Park
Delaware County Kennel Club Agility has scheduled four, 3 day
shows for 2024. February 16th-18th, February 22nd-25th, March
1st-3rd and November 29th-December 1st.  
According to the American Kennel Club, Agility is one of the
fastest-growing dog sports in the country, and for good reason.
It’s incredible exercise for both you and your dog, and also
forges a deeper relationship between you and your pup. It is
exhilarating to watch as your dog nimbly and quickly crawls
through tunnels, weaves around poles, and leaps through tires!
All dogs are welcome to participate, including mixed breeds
and dogs of all sizes.  If you haven’t seen these K-9 athletes in
action, we highly recommend you visit dreamparknj.com. 

Want to know the basics? AKC.com has some great  
recommendations for determining if you and your pup are a
good match for dog agility. The AKC, recommends making sure
agility is right for you and your dog, assessing your dogs
temperament and is he/she energetic and get along with other
dogs? Consider taking a beginner class to introduce you and
your dog to obstacles, and provide the basics of how to compete
should you decide to go that route. Most classes meet once a
week for an hour or so.

Woodedge Winter Series & Clinic
Bob Allen, owner of Woodedge Stables and host of the
Woodedge Winter Series at the DREAM Park recently held a
jumper clinic with clinician Gracie Allen, who also happens to
be his daughter. Bob is a nationally recognized riding
instructor, show judge, and horse trainer. Bob’s background
in the field started early on during his days involved in 4-H
program and spanned throughout his life, including winning
State Appaloosa shows and Reining Championships. We are
lucky to have Bob bring his expertise to the DREAM Park.

According to Bob, “Jumping clinics are a great opportunity to
get out and about with your horse while learning from
different instructors.” Show jumping clinics are designed to
teach riders a stable, correct and balanced position between
and over jumps, with good control of line and rhythm. 
Depending on the level, during the clinic the rider will
improve jumping technique while gaining a better
understanding of strides and distances.

Melissa Deitrich with Fuzzibutt Rabbitry & Caviary, brought along
her Giant Angora Rabbit to the DREAM Park for the New Jersey
State RCBA & Mid Atlantic Rabbit & Cavy Show.  Originating from
Ankara, Turkey, these majestic rabbits possess a distinctive
appearance and gentle temperament. Angora rabbits are
considered the oldest type of woolly rabbits, and their fur is
harvested by shearing, combing or plucking. 

Meet Clara! Clara is a Checkered Giant Rabbit. This breed of
domestic rabbit originated in France, it is one of the largest breeds
with rabbits weighing between 11-13 pounds. The Checkered Giant
is easily recognized by its distinctive pattern on its coat, as well as,
its arched body type. Checkered Giants are a running breed and
need spacious housing facilities with enough room for them to
move around and be comfortable. Judge Kyle Yakobucci is
carefully evaluating Clara on tracking, extension, arch and how
she carries herself.
